From there the situation
changed. Now these girls are my friends, and while | couldn’t communicate well with them | never give up,
and always exceed my obstacles. My therapy ended when | turned 8 years old. Today | am a very happy girl,
and can communicate in three languages: English, French and Spanish. I'm very well in school, and all the
teachers tell me that it is a pleasure to have me in their class. | am a girl who always tries to help people. |
love school, mathematics and science. | get much recognition such as: Better School Performance and
Exhibiting Model Behavior.

I have enrolled two years in Girls Guides of Canada and | found many friends, GGC helps me to express
what | feel and to become a better citizen in everyday life.

Quick Tips for Safe Guide

Want to save time?

. When you fill out your Safe Guide forms for your activity, please use the current forms (July
2015).

. Don’t forget to fill out the top of the SG.3 if you are using a TPSP (third party service provider)
and if you are doing any water activities.

. Make sure you provide the iMIS numbers of the Guiders on your form.

. In the location section, if you are camping at Wa-Thik-Ane, indicate which camp site you’re
using.

. On page 2, don'’t forget to fill out the section on the right hand side with an X in the appropriate
box to indicate the forms you are sending in.

. Finally, make sure your forms are sent together and on time — i.e. no later than two weeks
before your activity.

It’s time for swimming!

. Refer to the Swimming section of Safe Guide. The swimming planning chart on page 95 will tell
you the level of your activity. Check your general supervision ratio for swimming on pages 98
and 99 and please read from page 95 to 102 for complete information. For a yellow level
activity, make sure your WA.1 is with your SG.3 when you submit it to sg.gs@guidesquebec.ca
for assessment. Fill out the right side of the SG.3 with an X in the appropriate box.

. If you are camping/swimming somewhere other than at Wa-Thik-Ane, be sure to send your
forms and your WA.1 on time (at least two weeks ahead of your activity) as you will need the
approval of a special Water Assessor.

Charter school buses:

Many groups use charter school buses for transportation to and from camp. Charter buses are
considered a TPSP as indicated on page 72 of Safe Guide. Planning with your TPSP on page 74 will
help the Responsible Guider to provide the Assessor with:

. The name of the bus company and their phone number.

. Confirmation that proof of insurance has been provided to the provincial office.

Mid-Year Reviews

With the Guiding year winding to a close, and most of us looking forward to a break from the books over the
summer, now is the time to start preparing for mid-year reviews.

Preparing the mid-year reviews now will give you some piece of mind over the summer that all items have
been recorded and the books balanced. It will make for a smoother transition come the fall when the Guiding
year starts up again. Reminders for the mid-year reviews:

o Period covered (all): should be from January 1st, 2016 to when your unit/district/council “ended” in the
Spring.

o Unit & Trefoil Guild Books: to be reviewed by District Treasurers. Completed Annual Financial Reports
and Financial Review Checklists to be sent to the office.

o District Books: either (1) have books reviewed by another District Treasurer and send the Annual
Financial Report and completed Financial Review Checklist to the office, or (2) send books and all
supporting documentation to the office where a reviewer will be found.

e Reports to be submitted to the office as soon as possible, latest being the end of June.

Once the reviews are complete, you may continue where you left off until the end of the year. Keep in mind
that for the year-end review, it is the full 2016 being reviewed, so all documents from the mid-year must still
be retained and re-submitted.

For Units and Districts where the treasurer is changing over the summer, a full independent review must be
done now.
