How the Overnight Stages apply to properties in Calgary Area
based on May 24, 2022 version of RIPG

This handout explains how the May 24, 2022 version of Return to In-Person Guiding (RIPG) affects
overnight capacities and rates for properties in Calgary Area. Guiders must refer to the RIPG document
for full requirements on overnight activities.

Overnight 1

The Overnight 1 Stage allows all branches a maximum of 4 people per tent or other outdoor
accommodations during overnight activities. No limit when sleeping in outdoor, covered
accommodations with no walls (tarp shelter with no walls, picnic shelter with no walls, etc.).

Sleeping indoors is not allowed during Overnight 1.

Overnight 2

The Overnight 2 Stage allows Sparks, Brownies and Guides a maximum of 4 people for either indoor or
outdoor sleeping areas. Pathfinders and Rangers are allowed a maximum or 8 people for indoor
sleeping, and a maximum of 4 people for tents or other outdoor sleeping. No limit for any level when
sleeping in outdoor, covered accommodations with no walls (tarp shelter with no walls, picnic shelter
with no walls, etc.

CALGARY GUIDE CENTRE

The Calgary Guide Centre is located at 2188 Brownsea Drive NW.

Overnight 2 Stage: Sleeping Indoors at the Guide Centre

The Calgary Guide Centre offers many options for overnight use. It has a full kitchen, plus 2 large
rooms and 5 small rooms/offices, all of which have doors, that can be used for sleeping. People
sleeping in offices will be sleeping in and around the office furniture. Sleeping space is spread over two
floors which may be an issue for units with younger girls. Different room configurations can
accommodate group sizes up to 32 people. Only one unit can rent the building at a time. Please
contact any-calgaryfacilities@girlquides.ca to discuss your options.

Price for the Guide Centre is $50 booking fee plus $150/night which gives you the whole building.
