It has been a day of international friendship since 1926. Every year on the 22nd of
February, Girl Guides and Girl Scouts celebrate the Movement by connecting with each
other and having fun together, learning about and taking action on the global issues that
affect their local communities, and fundraising for the 10 million Girl Guides and Girl
Scouts around the world. The idea for World Thinking Day first came to life when Girl
Guides and Girl Scouts met in the USA for the fourth WAGGGS World Conference.
22nd February was chosen because it was the birthday of both Olave Baden-Powell,
who was the World Chief Guide, and Lord Baden-Powell, founder of the Boy Scout
Movement. so the World Thinking Day theme from 2022-2024 will be Our World, Our
