Application process and deadline:
The application for the Manitoba Award of Excellence consists of:

1. Completion of the Award of Excellence application form

2. A short letter describing what role Guiding plays in your life

3. Two reference letters, one from someone within Guiding and one from outside of Guiding (Both
letters of recommendation must sent to the provincial office in sealed envelopes or via e-mail to
mb-info@girlguides.ca listing your name and title of the award being applied for.)

4. A copy of your recent marks and one grade previous

5. A copy of the acceptance letter from your post-secondary institute

Criteria:

e Minimum of 5 years active membership
Recipient must continue membership in Guiding
Cannot receive both a scholarship and a bursary from Manitoba Council in the same year
Applicants must be in last year of high school with plans to continue their education
Funds can be used for tuition to an accredited Canadian post-secondary institution
Must be used within twelve months of graduation from high school
All recipients will have to present the original tuition/course fees receipt and complete registration
to become an adult member before award is presented. Award is paid in two installments, fall and
winter.

Candidates will be evaluated in terms of the following:
e Guiding background
Scholastic standing
Awards/honors received from all aspects of her life (not just academic)
Letter from applicant describing what role Guiding plays in her life
Guider and non-Guider recommendation letters
Additional interest and activities
Service/volunteer involvement (inside and outside of Guiding)
