



Provincial Travel Fund Guidelines



PURPOSE

The Provincial Travel Fund is designed to assist girl and adult Members of the province of Newfoundland and Labrador with travel expenses to Guiding events in our Province and beyond.
The purpose of travel should be consistent with the Principles of Guiding.
ELIGIBILITY
In all cases it is expected that Members will make every effort to minimize costs.  

Funding, as directed in the Guidelines below, is subject to the approval of the Provincial Council and the availability of funds in any given year.  
Funding is not available for the following types of travel:


Independent individual international travel


Independent individual inter-provincial travel


Independent adult-only group travel

The following types of travel are specifically excluded from this document: 


Provincially-Sponsored Group International travel greater than 72 hours

Provincially-Sponsored Group International travel less than 72 hours

Provincially-Sponsored Group Inter-Provincial travel



> Invitations to camps and events in other provinces are assessed individually and are 

   budgeted annually.  Refer to the invitation advertised by the Province for available travel 

   assistance.


Nationally-sponsored camps and events (i.e. Guiding Mosaic).



HOW TO APPLY

Forward a completed Provincial Travel Fund Request (appropriate based on your travel) with the required documentation to the Provincial Office by the deadlines stated on the form.

GLOSSARY
	Province
	Newfoundland and Labrador as a whole.  Province also includes references to the Provincial Council.



	Island
	The island of Newfoundland only.



	Labrador
	The Labrador portion of the province only.



	Member
	Any currently registered girl or adult in Newfoundland and Labrador.



	Independent Travel


	Independent travel means any travel that is initiated by an individual, a group of individuals, a unit, or a council.

	Provincially-sponsored 
	Any invitation accepted by the Provincial Council, or an event that initiated by the Province.  These may or may not be supported financially.







International travel greater than 72 hours


Independent Groups


Province may provide $500 per trip plus $200 per person to a maximum of $3,500 per group, not to exceed the total transportation costs conditional on the clauses below


Trip has been approved by the International department and Safe Guide Assessors


A detailed budget of costs, clearly showing transportation costs separately, for the group and per person has been provided





Provincially-Sponsored Individuals


The Province may contribute 20% of the amount invoiced to the participant.  No application for assistance is required.


Members registered only at the Provincial Level may apply for additional funding.














International travel less than 72 hours


Inter-Provincial Travel





Independent Groups


Province will provide $200 per trip plus $50 per person to a maximum of $2,000 per group, not to exceed the total transportation costs conditional on the clauses below


Trip has been approved by the International, Camping or other department as appropriate, and the Safe Guide Assessor


A detailed budget of costs, clearly showing transportation costs separately, for the group and per person has been provided





Provincially-Sponsored Individuals


The Province will contribute 30% of the amount invoiced to the participant.  No application for assistance is required.


Members registered only at the Provincial Level may apply for additional funding.








Travel within the Province


 


Independent Individuals


Lone Members are eligible to apply for funding to attend up to 2 camps or events per calendar year.





Independent Groups


$100 per trip plus $25 per person up to a maximum of $1,000, not to exceed the cost of transportation.


Funding is available to groups using an insured common carrier (for example, public transportation or a charter from a reputable company).  


For travel between the Island and Labrador, Inter-Provincial travel Guidelines will apply


Requests for assistance after the event will not be paid.


For travel to Trefoil Trails, $200 per trip plus $30 per person up to a maximum of $1,500, not to exceed the cost of transportation.





Provincially-Sponsored Individuals


Travel assistance may be available to Members attending provincial events such as the Canada Cord ceremonies, etc.  


You must have the prior approval of your Area Commissioner before any application will be considered.  Requests for assistance after the event will not be paid.


Any travel related to the Provincial Camp is specifically excluded and will be dealt with in the guidelines and costs of that camp each year.


For travel between the Island and Labrador, Inter-Provincial travel Guidelines will apply


For travel within Labrador, or within the Island, reimbursement may be made for either 30% of the bus fare or equivalent (travel to and from bus stop will not be reimbursed).





Provincially-Sponsored Groups


$100 per trip plus $25 per person up to a maximum of $1,000, not to exceed the cost of transportation.


You must have the prior approval of your Area Commissioner before any application will be considered.  Requests for assistance after the event will not be paid.


Funding is available to groups using an insured common carrier (ie. public transportation or a charter from a reputable company).  


For travel between the Island and Labrador, assistance of 30% of airfare may be given.
