3. Donations may be cumulative, for plaque consideration, i.e. memoriam.

4. All Plaques that are made in memory of an individual will be permanently placed  on the Guide House Donor Wall.

5. Individual donor names will be removed at the discretion of the Provincial Commissioner.

6. Corporate donations of $500 or more will remain on the Donor Wall for 10 years of the last donation made.

7. All monetary donations will be placed in the Provincial Guiding Assistance Fund, unless otherwise designated
