· Liaise with all campsite committees throughout the province to promote outdoor activities, camping and acceptable environmental practices in a safe, fun girl focused setting.

· Compile information for long range plan of all campsites.

· Promote the development routine maintenance at campsites.

· Annually compile camp usage statistics for all campsites.

· Meet with a group from the Provincial Camping Advisory team or a regular basis

· Seek input from all camp committee members on issues involving their area of experience and expertise.

· Attend the Provincial / Area Advisory Conference and submit reports as requested.
