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CAMP KANA’DA
600 West Petpeswick Road, Musquodoboit Harbour


GENERAL INFORMATION

Camp Kana’da is made up of Helen Bethune Lodge, four tenting sites (Sergeant, Grahams Corner, Knoll, and Lower Orchard), and currently in development 2 Adirondack shelters (Watermelon Patch & TBD) in the Upper Orchard.
DIRECTIONS TO CAMP

From Dartmouth, travel towards Musquodoboit Harbour on Highway # 107, when the highway ends turn right on to the # 7 Highway continuing towards Musquodoboit Harbour.  Approximately 100 meters past the hospital, turn right onto West Petpeswick Road (just before the Irving Station).  Keeping to the right, continue approximately 3 kms.  Entrance to Camp Kana’da is on the right; it is marked with a Girl Guides of Canada sign that is located on the left-hand side of the road directly across from the driveway.  There are two fluorescent orange posts at the end of the driveway with civic # 600 attached.  If you miss the driveway, please continue to the next public road to turn around.
KEYS/CRESTS
· All units/groups must arrange for the key to the lodge at least a week prior to camp date.  There WILL be a charge for any keys that have to be delivered to camp.

· Girl Guide Units within HRCMC – keys and crests are available from your Area Camp Advisors or designate.
· All other bookings – Contact Glenda Smith, Camp Caretaker at 902-233-9884 or glenguppy@hotmail.com to book keys at least one week prior to camp. Crests are available through the Treasurer at time of cheque mailing. 
CAMP CANCELLATIONS
MUST be made 21 days prior to camp.   If not, there will be a $100 fee charged.

PARKING
· There is to be NO PARKING at the top of the hill by the building.  This area is for drop off only.

· Park all cars in the parking area below the lodge.  
· Additional parking is available close to the Upper Orchard.
CHECK IN

Camp check-in time is 4:00 p.m. on the date the camp is booked, unless prior arrangements have been made through the Booking Clerk at kanadalewislake@gmail.com.
CHECK OUT

· Camp check-out time is 3:00 p.m., unless prior arrangements are made through the booking clerk kanadalewislake@gmail.com.
· A Check-out document(s) was provided to you and must be completed and left for the Camp Inspector in the designated mailbox.
DAMAGES / PROBLEMS / CONCERNS
· Any excessive damage costs incurred are the responsibility of the Unit renting the building.
· For serious problems with the building, etc. while at camp please contact the Camp Caretaker and / or follow the emergency escalation process posted at the camp.  Any other problems or concerns please contact your Area Camp Advisor. 

CAMP FEES PAYMENT
· DS/HS/TW Areas Only - Camp fees (booking fee, crest & year bar moneys) are due when returning the camp keys to the Area Camping Advisor or designate. If camp fees are not paid within 30 days of camp a Maintenance Fee will be charged to your Area and billed down.
· All other bookings - Camp fees are paid in advance. Your Maintenance Fee cheque will be shredded if check-out is clear and camp fees paid. 
FACILITIES

· Building is winterized and has electric heat and large central fireplace.  Ensure you bring fire starters, kindling, and matches.  
· Building is wheelchair accessible.
· 28 bunk main room plus smaller room containing 8 bunks - no mattresses.
· 4 stall washroom; two (2) shower stalls
· Separate leader washroom (W/C)
KITCHEN
· Hot and cold-water year round
· 2 Stoves (1 electric, 1 propane)
· Freezer
· 2 Fridges

· Small table for prep

· Assorted dishware, cookware, and utensils available.  If you need specialized tools please ensure you bring them from home.

· Hand Washing Sink must have soap & paper towel at all times

FIRST AID ROOM
· 1 bed
· 1 sink
· Locking cabinet

· Bring your own First Aid Kit

COMMON ROOM 

· Stone fireplace
· Several tables & wooden chairs

· Small comfortable den area   

CLEAR CUT TRAIL/TRAIL SYSTEM

· There is a rough trail leading from the Orchard Tenting Site/Adirondack Site through the woods that meets up with the logging road/clear cut which can be followed to the trail to the lake.  There are some boggy areas and a pole bridge that need to be approached with caution.

· The clear-cut area is an easy hike - the road eventually meets up with the rough trail to the lake.
SWIMMING – please contact the Booking Clerk for more information.  There is lake and ocean access on our property, plus a government wharf approximately 2 kms away.  Safe Guide rules apply.
WATER SUPPLY
· During the day, please use the outside toilets.  Please do your best to conserve water.

· Tent site water supply is from the outside tap next to the Lodge kitchen entrance. 
· Tenting site campers are provided keys for emergencies or for access to the Lodge for water in winter months.  This access is via the kitchen entrance. Please plan to be self sufficient in terms of water.  

TENTING SPECIFIC INFORMATION
· Tenting is restricted to designated tenting areas, or directly in front of Lodge for residential bookings.

· There is limited equipment for tenting sites. The Community Shed has fire buckets and grates, tables, garbage cans, and some large metal containers for heating water.

· The Storage Room (located at the last doorstep in the back of the Lodge) has dish pans, dish racks, water buckets, large pots for water heating, a couple heavy frying pans, a couple small pots, assorted utensils, brooms. 
· Please plan to be self-sufficient in terms of power for cell phones, etc. 
MISCELLANEOUS INFORMATION
· There is a wired in alarm system that is not monitored and so if this is activated, you must contact 911.
· Balloons, signs or posters ARE NOT to be attached to Civic # sign or Girl Guide sign.  Any items that are used to mark camp entrance MUST BE removed before you leave camp

· There are graffiti boards installed for signatures.  Any graffiti found on bunks will result in forfeiture of Maintenance Fee.

· Groups are responsible for all damages while at camp.  Please follow escalation procedures for emergencies.
· Upon arrival all should familiarize themselves with campsites.  Plan your fire drill escapes and meeting spots.  All outdoor fires are to be held with designated fire pits.  Have a good supply of water for outdoor fires.
· The smoke detectors in this building are hard wired.
· All garbage and recyclables are to be taken home with you.
· Please keep grounds neat and tidy.  
· Do not leave crafts, etc. on the tables.  
· Any gadgets or trail markings are to be dissembled on leaving.  
· Do not cut trees, strip bark from live trees, or pick flowers.
· Please be environmentally aware.
· Please replenish the Lodge’s wood supply from the shed before you leave.
· Picnic tables are for outdoor use only and must be returned to shelters if they are removed – there are 6 per shelter.
· Flagpole – currently help flags are located in the desk in the Leader’s Area.
· Please note any service projects or improvements you’ve made while at camp.
