Flashlight
a Nail
and
a Tin Can.
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Mark the stars that make up a
constellation on the bottom of
a ice cream container or tin

can. Using a nail punch out
holes for the stars. With the
rocm'’s lights off, shine a
flashlight into the container.
The pattern of holes will form
a constellation of stars on a
wall or a ceiling!
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
